Kids’ Adventure Club is very excited to offer a wide variety of workshops geared towards meeting your child’s interests for
our 2011 summer program “Kids Just Want to Have Fun!” The workshops will be led by knowledgeable and experienced
staff. In addition, we will be working with community resources including 171 Cedar Arts Center and Clark’s ATA Black
Belt Academy. Kids’ Adventure Club staff will supervise children at all times including outsourced workshops.

Upon enroliment, your child will be assigned to a specific group based on his/her age. The typical groups are assigned as
follows; Blue/Green- K-1, Yellow/Red- 2"-3%¢, Orange/Teal- 4™-6". Groups may vary based on enroliment.

Your child will leave their assigned group to attend workshops but will remain with a similar age group. A staff person will
assure that your child gets to and from each workshop.

If your child does not select a workshop, he/she will remain with their assigned group (Blue, Green, Yellow, Red, Teal or
Orange) and participate in typical Kids’ Adventure Club curriculum including hands on activities and outside play.

Breakfast and lunch will be provided by Corning-Painted Post meal program at no cost to families. Children will be served
breakfast between 8am-8:45am. Some workshops are scheduled to begin at 9am. Please plan enough time for your child
to eat breakfast if desired. Lunch will be served following the morning sessions.

We are in the process of scheduling fieldtrips and additional guest speakers. Information and signups will be provided to
you on the first day of program.

Activity Schedule Instructions

Workshops located in the grey boxes are weeklong workshops that will be offered in the morning or the afternoon. The
length of sessions is based on the age of children participating in the workshop.

e Morning Sessions- Workshops will begin between 9am-10am and will end between 9:45am-11am.

o Afternoon Sessions- Workshops will begin between 12:45pm-2 pm and will end between 1:30pm-3pm.

e Your child’s workshop schedule will be available to you on the first day of their attendance in the summer
program.

Workshops located in the white box will run throughout the entire summer. The sessions will not interfere with your
child’s ability to participate in weekly workshops as they are scheduled from 8:15am-8:30am and 4:30pm-5pm.

The Martial Arts workshop will be held every Tuesday and Thursday at the site with Clark’s ATA Black Belt Academy.
There will be 2 sessions offered, based on age. Children must arrive at program at least 15 minutes prior to the
commencement of class.

e Session 1- 9am-9:45am (Ages 4-7)
e Session 2- 9:45am-10:30am (Ages 8-12)

***The Martial Arts workshop may conflict with other workshops being offered. This workshop will take precedence over
any other workshop that your child has been enrolled in. Your child will attend the other workshops on
Monday/Wednesday/Friday. At the end of the summer, he/she may test for an orange belt if he/she has attended the
required number of classes.
